INTRODUCTION 
 
The Hernando County Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) is developed and updated annually as part of the Hernando Area Transportation Study 
Certification Process.  Preparation and maintenance of the TIP is one of several prerequisites to continued receipt of Federal Assistance for Transportation 
Improvements. 
 
The TIP, a multi-modal program consisting of improvements recommended from the transportation systems management and long-range elements of the 
Transportation Plan, is developed through a continuing comprehensive and coordinated effort involving the Florida Department of Transportation.  The 
Florida Department of Transportation's Five Year Construction Plan is the basic input source for the Strategic Intermodal System (SIS), National Highway 
System (NHS), non-NHS, and Mass Transit portions of the TIP.  Data required for the balance of the TIP is assembled from input provided through the 
Technical Advisory Committee, Transportation Systems Operations Committee and the Citizens Advisory Committee. 
 
The Annual Element (AE) of the TIP consists of those projects listed under FY 2004/05 and proposed for implementation during the program year with 
regard to projects in the "State Input" portion of the TIP.  This refers to the period July 1st through June 30th.  For all other projects this refers to the period 
October 1st through September 30th.  Annual Element projects were drawn from the results of considerable analysis and experience provided by available 
expertise with input contributed by policy-making officials.  The rationale used in selecting solutions to transportation problems from the capital 
improvement list included considerations of logic and available funds. 
 
Purpose 
 
It is the purpose of this narrative to provide information to the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) on the Transportation Improvement Program 
(TIP) development process which: 
 

L depicts the Hernando County MPO's priorities for the expenditure of federal funds for major funding categories by state fiscal year; 
L identifies all modes of transportation projects within the metropolitan area to be funded via Title 23 USC and the Federal Transit Act; 
L demonstrates that the TIP is financially feasible; and, 
L provides assurance to the FHWA that the project selection process has been carried out in accordance with federal requirements 

(Subsections (h)(2), and (I)(4) of Section 134 of Title 23, United States Code (USC), as amended by TEA-21. 
 

The contents of this addendum include brief descriptions of the project selection process that was used for development of the Hernando County MPO 
Transportation Improvement Program.  The projects included as part of the TIP State Work Program represent FY 2004/05 - 2008/09 for the purpose of 
fulfilling federal requirements. 
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Financial Plan 
 
The federally funded projects contained within the TIP are financially constrained for each year of the program.  Current and proposed federal, state and 
locally dedicated revenue sources are reliable and provide a high level of assurance that the Tentative Work Program will be fully implemented.  The 
Florida Department of Transportation is especially committed to the funding and production of all projects in the first three years of its Tentative Work 
Program. 
 
Project Selection Process 
 
The federally funded projects included within this Transportation Improvement Program were selected in accordance with Title 23, CFR 450.332 (a).  The 
outcome of this project selection process between the Florida Department of Transportation, FHWA, FTA, the Hernando County MPO, the Community 
Transportation Coordinator and the municipalities within the urbanized area of the MPO resulted in the adoption of a State of Florida Department of 
Transportation Five Year Work Program 2004/05 (FY 05) through 2008/09 (FY 09). 
 
Components of this process include project prioritization by the MPO, the Florida Department of Transportation Tentative Work Program public hearing, 
and local government project review.  A brief description of each of these components include: 
 

' Project Prioritization by the MPO - The MPO, working through its Technical Advisory, Bicycle/Pedestrian, and Citizens Advisory 
Committees (a part of the public involvement process) prioritized projects on the State Highway System based upon necessity of project 
construction.  Prioritization includes a technical analysis of State maintained roadways considering such variables as level of service, cost 
of upgrading the facility, and project connectivity with the existing roadway system.   

'  Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) Tentative Work Program Public Hearing - The State DOT has an annual public hearing on 
its Tentative Work Program whereby local governments, the MPO, and the public may review and provide comment on the work program 
prior to its adoption.  This public hearing process enables the FDOT to work with the MPO on project selection prior to Final State Work 
Program adoption. 

' Local Government Project Review - As part of the local adoption of the Hernando County MPO Transportation Improvement Program, the 
MPO requires a public meeting as well as Technical Advisory Committee, Transportation Systems Operations Committee, and Citizens 
Advisory Committee review.  This TIP adoption process enables a project prioritization selection to be completed by the MPO, adequate 
funding to be anticipated, and project phasing to be developed. 

 
Project Consistency with Local Plans 
 
The project selection process used for adoption of the Hernando County MPO TIP is based upon the requirements of the TEA-21 Legislation of 1998.  
These requirements include development and adoption of the first three years of the TIP representing fiscal years 2004/05, 2005/06, and 2006/07 for the 
FDOT State Work Program. 
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Regarding project selection, the adopted Hernando County TIP is consistent with the following FHWA work program development requirements: 
 

Ë Only major categories of federal funding are included within the TIP.  These include the funding codes developed from the TEA-21 
legislation. 

Ë The federally funded projects within the TIP have been reviewed and found to be consistent with the MPO priorities as determined through 
the project selection process. 

Ë The projects selected for the Hernando County TIP are consistent with the Florida Department of Transportation's adopted work program, 
the Hernando County Aviation Authority's Airport Master Plan, the adopted Hernando County MPO Long Range Transportation Plan and 
the adopted comprehensive plans of the three affected local governments which include Hernando County, the City of Brooksville and the 
City of Weeki Wachee. 

Ë Based upon the project selection process and anticipated funding levels between the Florida Department of Transportation, Federal 
Highway Administration, and Federal Transit Administration, the federal funds are reasonably expected to be made available for all 
projects within the Transportation Project Listings. 

 
Project Priority Statement 
 
As part of the project selection process, all projects included within the TIP are consistent with MPO priorities and the FDOT Adopted Work Program.  
The Hernando County MPO's State Highway System Priority of Projects are a major consideration in the adoption of the State's work program. 
 
The development of the FDOT Final Work Program includes those projects that are adopted by the MPO within the "State Highway System Priority of 
Projects" list.  This list represents the roadway projects that are considered of highest priority for improvement by the MPO and its advisory committees.  
The criteria for the ranking of transportation projects include: existing and projected facilities levels of service; safety considerations; anticipated funding 
levels; ability to produce and overall modal performance and system connectivity. 
Consistent with federal requirements, the prioritization process begins with the recommendations of the MPO advisory committees.  Facility specific 
projects are ranked consistent with the prioritization of the major transportation corridors within the MPO's jurisdiction.  The MPO then holds at least one 
public meeting prior to TIP adoption.  It is the policy of the Hernando County Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) to agenda public input at all of 
its meetings. 
 
Major Projects 
 
Prior year projects scheduled for production in FY 2003/04 included:  the US 98/SR 50A intersection improvement in Brooksville; the US 98 (Cobb Road) 
re-alignment design; SR 50 PD&E study from US 19 to Brooksville; and, County Line Road multi-lane design from US 19 to Mariner Boulevard.  
Additionally, the following projects were initiated in FY 2003/04:  fixed-route transit system enhancements; and the design phases of  SR 50 from Mariner 
Boulevard to the Suncoast Parkway, County Line Road from Mariner Boulevard to the Suncoast Parkway; Barclay Avenue from Elgin Boulevard south to 
Spring Hill Drive; Northcliffe Boulevard from Landover Boulevard east to Mariner Boulevard; and Sunshine Grove Road from Ken Austin Parkway to SR 
50.  Construction commenced on Mariner Boulevard from Elgin Boulevard south to Augustine Road; Spring Lake Highway south of Hayman Road to  
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Church Road; and the Spring Hill Drive/Mariner Drive intersection improvement.  Right of way acquisition was programmed for Jasmine Drive.  
The major projects programmed to begin in FY 2004/05 include the following:  multi-lane reconstruction of US 41 from north of Spring Hill Drive to 
south of Ayers Road and the multi-lane construction of Northcliffe Boulevard from Landover Boulevard to Mariner Boulevard; multi-lane 
reconstruction of Barclay Avenue from Elgin Boulevard to Spring Hill Drive; and reconstruction of Jasmine Drive south of Mondon Hill Road.  The 
MPO will need to identify to FDOT District VII early in the TIP development, those major projects for which information is needed. 
 
Public Involvement 
 
As mentioned previously, it is the policy of the Hernando County Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) to agenda public input at all of its meetings. 
 In addition to its newsletter, the Citizen's Advisory Committee (CAC) was utilized to enhance public involvement throughout the planning process.  The 
eight annual citizen transportation survey was published in local newspapers and on the MPO=s and County’s interactive web site in March 2003.  An 
interactive Internet web page is updated as needed. 
 
Certification 
 
The Hernando County Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) was re-apportioned by Governor Jeb Bush on February 2004.  Thus far, the MPO 
has only participated in the self-certification list process, the last of which occurred in May 2003.

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TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENT PROGRAM 
 

INTRODUCTION 
 

As with the preceding federal transportation legislation, the Transportation Equity Act for the 21st Century (TEA-21) provides specific set-
aside funds designated for the construction of non-highway projects to enhance the quality of the local transportation system.  The 
following tables, Table 1 MPO ENHANCEMENT PRIORITIES, and Table 2 OVERALL TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENT COSTS, 
depict the pedestrian projects which were selected through the enhancement ranking process.  The BPAC, TAC and CAC committees 
provided projects and discussions of each project in relation to the overall goals, objectives, and policies of the comprehensive bicycle and 
pedestrian plans.  The MPO Board selected the final ranking of the enhancement projects, as shown on Transportation Enhancement Tables 
1 and 2. 
 

TEA-21 expanded the areas of emphasis for pedestrian/bicycle funding established with ISTEA.  Ten percent of the Transportation 
Enhancement Act funds were earmarked for enhancements.  Enhancement funds cannot be expended on traditional highway construction 
projects. The categories added under TEA-21are italicized below. Non-highway capacity projects which qualify for enhancement fund 
allocations include: 
 

  1) Pedestrian and/or bicycle facilities; 
  2) Acquisition of scenic easements and scenic or historic sites; 
  3) Scenic or historic highway programs (including the provision of tourist and welcome center facilities); 
  4) Landscaping and other scenic beautification; 
  5) Historic preservation; 
  6) Rehabilitation and operation of historic transportation buildings, structures, or facilities (including the conversion and use 

thereof for pedestrian and/or bicycle trails); 
  7) Preservation of abandoned railway corridors (including the conversion and use, thereof, for pedestrian and/or bicycle trails);  
  8) Control and removal of outdoor advertising; 
  9) Archaeological planning and research; 
10) Mitigation of water pollution due to highway runoff; 
11) Safety education activities for pedestrians and bicyclists; 
12) Establishment of transportation museums; and, 
13) Projects to reduce vehicle-caused wildlife mortality. 
 

The following section details this technical and decision-making process, which eventually led to a specific five-year program for the 
orderly expenditure of these monies.  It is the position of the MPO that only through a comprehensive local coordination process can these 
monies best be expended to directly meet the needs of the County's population. 
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Funding Allocation Guidelines 
 
In Hernando County, with the local match it is anticipated that approximately $1.3 million will be available for the production of 
enhancement projects.  All funds are to be spent by districts following the Statute rule as opposed to the urban rule formula as originally 
proposed. 
 
In December 1991 the Hernando County Board of County Commissioners formed a Bicycle/Pedestrian Advisory Committee (BPAC).   
This committee was established prior to the initial apportionment of the Hernando County Metropolitan Planning Organization in an effort 
to establish a priority for multi-modal non-motorized transportation.  The committee provided input on the feasibility analysis of each 
project, and established the draft priorities in the categories for expenditures allowed under ISTEA and TEA-21. The project categories for 
the 2004/2008 Transportation Improvement Program as follows: 
 

2005 - - - - - - -  
2006 Trailhead Project 
2007 Trailhead Project 
2008 Pedestrian Projects 
2009 Bicycle, Pedestrian and Trail Projects 

 
Projects were submitted by citizens, local jurisdiction agencies and governments represented by the MPO, the Technical Advisory 
Committee (TAC), and by members of the Bicycle/Pedestrian Advisory Committee (BPAC).  Any submitted projects were removed from 
consideration if they had previously been included in any local current Capital Improvement Program (CIP) or Transportation Improvement 
Program (TIP).  The candidate projects were also reviewed by the Citizen Advisory Committee (CAC).  Previously completed projects 
submitted included: 
 

L The three highest ranked City of Brooksville sidewalk projects (to improve pedestrian safety)   
 

L Sidewalk project along Spring Hill Drive in the Kass Circle area and 
 

L Sidewalk project along the west side of Deltona Blvd. from Elgin Blvd. to Delta Woods Park 
 

L Sidewalk project along the west side of Landover/Elgin Blvd. to Mariner Blvd. 
 
L Sidewalk project along the north and south sides of Northcliffe Blvd. from U.S. 19 to Deltona Blvd. 
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L Bicycle lanes along Roper Rd. and Cammie St. in the vicinity of Eastside Elementary School 

 
L Sidewalk project along the north and south side of Forest Oaks Blvd. from U.S. 19 to Deltona Blvd. 

 
L Sidewalk project along the east side of Deltona Blvd. from Elgin Rd. south to Fox Chapel Middle School 

 
L Withlacoochee State Forest (Croom Tract) trailhead comfort station 

 
L Ridge Manor Boulevard sidewalk project from Olancha Road to Tree Lane 

 
L Shoal Line Boulevard Sidewalk project from Calieta Street to Jewfish Drive. 

 
Projects submitted are ranked annually by both the BPAC/CAC and the TAC and are then forwarded to the Hernando County Metropolitan 
Planning Organization (MPO) for final ranking.  The MPO ranked 18 projects.  This number of projects should provide an adequate 
selection in the event that some of the projects are found to not be feasible for production.  The amount of funds available for enhancement 
project construction is estimated to be sufficient for the completion of 5 additional projects within the five-year timeframe of the program.
